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1. INTRODUCTION

Please make sure that the contribution you are intending to submit for publication in “Romanian Reports in Physics” contains a single camera-ready paper copy (with figures, captions of figures, tables, etc., included in text) for the referees, and a CD or by e-mail. The copy should be an exact version of the CD file. Please observe the following guidelines for the preparation of your manuscript.

1.1 Instructions for Manuscript Preparation

You should use this document template to produce the camera ready MS WORD manuscript as a single file including the figures, tables and references at the right place. The special styles defined here must be used in writing the paper (Paper title, Authors, Affiliation, Abstract, etc.) but we recommend replacing the already formatted text where available. The frequent use of superscripts or subscripts within the text of the article is not encouraged.
The only fonts allowed are Times New Roman and Symbol (for Greek characters in formulae and equations). Do not use headers or footnotes.
The author is fully responsible for the scientific quality of the paper. Any contribution is carefully checked by two independent referees for acceptance. All papers are subjected to a fair, discrete and anonymous refereeing procedure that may take two months after which the main author will be acknowledged.

1.2 Figures
Insert the figures at their appropriate position within the paper using 
Insert/Picture/From file... menu. Figures shall not be larger than an A4 page each. For figures exceeding this limit please consult with the editor first. For scanned figures, the depth of colors shall be set at maximum 8 bytes. Usage of colored figures isn’t currently encouraged.
Figure captions and numbers shall not be incorporated in the figure. The figure captions should be preceded by two blank lines (24 pt). They shall be set below the number of the figure, and centered, written using TIMES NEW ROMAN, 9pt. Introduce a white line after the caption – 12 pt. These formatting details are already included in the Caption style of the current template.
Measure units shall be mentioned in brackets, SI where required.

1.3 Tables
Tables shall be introduced at their appropriate place in the text. Landscape tables are not generally accepted so please contact the editor prior to including them into your paper. Table numbers shall be written using TIMES NEW ROMAN, 9 pt, CENTERED. Table titles center aligned, below the number of the table, using Times NEW ROMAN, 9 pt, CENTERED. Introduce a blank line after the end of the table – 12 pt. The Table Classic 1 style of this template was specifically modified to meet these requirements.

1.4 Equations

Equations may be written either with the Equation Editor or in the text mode using TIMES NEW ROMAN or/and SYMBOL fonts. Equations shall be preceded and followed by a blank line – 12 pt. Displayed equations shall be centered. Equations shall be numbered in parentheses, flush right, using TIMES NEW ROMAN, 11 pt.
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The nonlinear Schrödinger equation presented above is an example of properly formatted equation (though the actual equation was converted into an image to offer better compatibility).
1.5 Short Title

Short title shall be preceded by two blank lines – 24 pt. A short title of maximum 60 characters including blanks is suggested. It shall be written using TIMES NEW ROMAN, 9 pt, CENTERED. Short title shall be followed by a blank line 12 pt.
1.6 About using styles


There are styles defined by this template that specifically meet the requirements listed in the journal typesetting instructions. The authors are instructed to try to use these styles, accordingly. The correspondence between styles and different parts of the manuscript are listed below. For

· paper title the style is called “PAPER TITLE”

· authors typesetting – “AUTHORS”

· affiliations – “Affiliation”

· abstract – “Abstract”

· key words – “Keywords”

· section title – “HEADING 1”

· subsection title – “Heading 2”

· paper text should be typeset using the “Normal” style

· tables – “Table Classic 1”

· table captions – “Table Caption”

· figure captions – “Caption, Figure Caption”

· list of references – “[1] Reference List”

The names surrounded by double quotes are the style names written as similar as possible to how they appear in the Styles and Formatting listing.


References shall be written using TIMES NEW ROMAN, 9 pt, except the author names which shall be written using SMALL CAPITALS, and the title of books which shall be written using ITALIC/EMPHASIZED.
2. ELECTRONIC FORMAT

The name of the saved file should include in the final positions the version number of the WORD for WINDOWS editor used to produce the document. The extension of the file shall be doc (*.doc). We strongly recommend you to use archives (zip, arj, rar, …). Scan your document for macro viruses before submission. Ensure that the CD is masterized using a PC compatible format such as the one described by ISO-9660 standard and that the masterization process was successfully finished (a verification of the masterized data is recommended when the programs used for this operation permit it).
REFERENCES


The references should be formatted differently depending on the referenced publication type:

· Journal articles - initials and names of authors, separated by comma, title of article, journal title, volume number, page numbers, and year.
· Books - initials and names of authors, separated by comma, title of book, publisher, place of publication, year, and page numbers.
· Edited books - initials and names of authors, separated by comma, title of article, initials and names of editors followed by the mention editors, written in parentheses, title of book, publisher, place of publication, page numbers, and year.

Within the text and at REFERENCES section, reference numbers shall be introduced ithin square brackets.
